· Create description of people involved by

· Pay attention to witnesses, location, direction of travel, identifying marks on vehicles, outcome of incident

· Beware of people’s reactions

· Write down observations just as soon as

     soon as you can.  Note date & time. 

· Call local law enforcement agency if you are at all suspicious of activity in

     neighborhood

· Keep garages & sheds locked as well

    as house
